Fairlington at 50 Republication   

Ron Patterson reported that the Fairlington at 50 manuscript is ready for photo scanning, and he presented a series of bids received for this work.  Members discussed the wide range in proposed prices and recommended firms for followup.  Mr. Patterson explained that he is working on the Introduction and Acknowledgments for the republication, and that bids for printing should be available for decision in the August meeting.

Cindy Kunz presented a descriptive matrix of the oral history interview plan and asked that members complete items for those they had recommended be interviewed.  Further details of the plan and budget were referred to the Historic Preservation Committee for advice.

Members discussed the mailing in the context of plans for a special membership appeal for the 60th anniversary.  Concluding that current members should be able to have the benefits established for the 60th anniversary, members directed that the dues reminder to current members be included in the 60th anniversary appeal.

Ron Patterson reported that the Home and Garden Tour was a great success, with donations more than covering the costs of the event.  He noted that 400 tickets were sold, and that he and members of the committee are still hearing from people about their reactions and experiences.  Mr. Patterson explained that the committee is currently thinking that the Home and Garden Tour should become a biennial event and is meeting to work on a report and lessons learned from management of the 03 tour.
