Program – The Arlington Heritage Center

Paul Ferguson, Arlington County Board Member, introduced Charlene Bickford, Chair of the Arlington Heritage Center Task Force, who explained the concept and status of planning for the center.  Noting that the center would include a museum, archives, genealogical and other research facilities, as well as meeting spaces, Ms. Bickford described the continuing process of securing the land, currently occupied by the Navy Annex buildings, and the upcoming process of completing the planning and securing the funding for a world class local heritage center.  Gerry Laporte, President of the Arlington Historical Society, discussed the challenges of supporting the center and of working with the neighborhood historical societies in preserving Arlington’s history and heritage.
