Members of the 60th Anniversary Celebration Committee updated members on their several areas of planning activity.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the expenditure of $480.00 to insert the community invitation to the November 1, 2003 60th Anniversary Celebration in the All Fairlington Bulletin.  [Motion Passed]

Ruth Kerns reported that she had contacted the Fairlington resident who is part of the ‘Duo Classique’ flute and guitar ensemble and had received a price quotation.  Mr. Patterson agreed to share the ensemble’s demonstration CD via an email attachment.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the expenditure of $550.00 to engage ‘Duo Classique’ to play at the 60th Anniversary Celebration, contingent upon members’ review of the group’s demonstration CD.  [Motion Passed]

Letterhead/Celebration Program Design 

Stephanie Greenwald presented two different design concepts for the Society’s letterhead, and members expressed their appreciation for the creativity of Ms. Greenwald’s work.

Fairlington at 50 Republication   

Ron Patterson presented new text discussing the achievement of historic designation to be included in the re-publication of Fairlington at 50.  He displayed the new, wrap around cover design for the book, and noted that Catherine Fellows had agreed to the inclusion of a photograph and brief biographical sketch.

Ruth Kerns reported that she had spoken to Bill Reynolds about the Society’s offer to pay for the cost of wiring the display case light at the North Fairlington Community Center such that it will go on when the facilities lights are turned on.  Members discussed the need for a museum light to illuminate the rental plot map donated by Malcolm Huffman, conserved by the Society, and hung in the North Fairlington Community Center.  Members asked the Preservation Committee to make a recommendation on the possibility and costs associated with connecting both lights with the facilities lighting circuits.

Ruth Kerns and Patty Clark reported that they had completed their review of the collection of slides donated to the Society by Malcolm Huffman.  They provided an inventory of the slides (c. 1964-72):  Bradlee and environs; Fairlington buildings, Christmas and fire, landscapes, night and snow scenes, protest pickets, pre-condominium,
