She also noted that invitations to submit the names and addresses of Fairlington residents serving overseas to receive copies of the DVD had been placed in the All Fairlington Bulletin and the North Fairlington News. Tiffany Glass Installation Project
Cindy Kunz reported that the Fairlington Citizens Association (FCA) had requested that the FHS participate in a joint finance committee to raise the funds needed to restore and install a large stained glass window piece, thought to be a Tiffany, in the Fairlington Community Center on Stafford Street.  She noted that she had attended the FCA meeting at which Arlington County staff explained the provenance of the stained glass and that it had been set aside for incorporation into the Fairlington Community Center renovation if the community wanted to raise the money (estimated at $5,000 – 6,000) for restoration and installation.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To participate with the FCA on a joint finance committee to raise the funds needed restore and install the stained glass in the renovated Fairlington Community Center.   [Motion Passed.]
