Minutes

Old Business  

A.
Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported that the editing process, necessary to make corrections and additions in the document received from the FCA’s contractor, was in process.  He noted that the work entailed in making these corrections and additions was much more extensive than anticipated.  Members expressed their appreciation for Mr. Patterson’s work, and noted a lesson learned, i.e., the importance of specifying the software standards to be used by any future contractor handling Society documents.
B.
Fundraising Documents

Mr. Patterson presented the Society’s sponsorship package, revised as recommended by Bonnie Blaszczyk.  Members reviewed the document and made additional suggestions.  Mr. Patterson presented a draft letter to be presented to the condominium association boards of directors for funding support, and members reviewed and recommended changes in this document.  
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C. Annual Meeting  

Ron Patterson reported that the North Fairlington Community Center had been reserved for the Society’s rescheduled annual meeting on January 29, 2003.  He noted that Judith Knudson, Arlington County Public Library’s Manager of the Virginia Room collections, had been asked, and agreed, to speak, and that Norma Reem had been asked to handle refreshments for the meeting.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve expenditure of up to $75.00 for annual meeting refreshments.  [Motion Passed]

House and Garden Tour

Ron Patterson reported that the committee planning the house and garden tour would be meeting for the second time on December 5, 2002.  He noted that they had tentatively selected May 10, 2003 as the date for the tour, this date selected to coincide with Arlington County’s ‘Community Day’ observances.

A.
Web Site Fundraising Option


Ron Patterson reported that he had become aware of the new website, ‘Touch DC,’ a centralized site for donating to nonprofit organizations serving the Washington, D.C. metropolitan area.  He explained that he had consulted with Patty Clark and other web site users to determine the viability of the site, receiving favorable responses.  Given these, he revised the Society’s website contribution page to include this online donation option, and officially registered the Society with the ‘Touch DC’ sponsors to expand the information available about Society activities.  

B.
Historical Records Discovered

Ron Patterson reported that a recent search of file cabinets at the South Fairlington Community Center had yielded a trove of historical records, including:  the 10th and 40th anniversary celebration documents, the 50th anniversary schedule of events, the 1993 issues of the ‘All Fairlington Bulletin’ covering 50th anniversary activities, and the costs of republishing Fairlington At 50, estimated in 1998.  


C.
Financial Report

Sandy Hodapp reported that, as of December 4, 2002, the Society had petty cash on hand of $55.90, a business checking account balance of $555.24, and a savings account 
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balance of $2,393.76, for a total of $3,004.90.  She noted that the October Yard Sale had yielded $105.90, and that the Society is current with all 2002 expenses.  She also noted that a financial statement of income and expenses, as well as projected budget, would be available in the January 2003 meeting.
