Old Business


A.
Web Site Update   
Cindy Kunz reported that no updates or other materials had been provided by the Home and Garden Tour committee for posting on the web.  Members discussed the advisability of posting general tour information and a ticket order form at the website, and Margaret Williams agreed to ensure that her committee provided this.  
B.
Home and Garden Tour  

Margaret Williams presented a report on the status of the 2005 Home and Garden Tour planning.  She noted that 14 homes had been selected by Wendy Decker’s committee to feature an array of unit types.  Ms. Williams explained that Dolly Howarth had agreed to coordinate a special tour of each other’s homes for homeowners on the tour, and that Sandy Hodapp had agreed to help with fundraising.

Oral History Training 
Members discussed the February 19, 2005 oral history training, which was very well received.  Cindy Kunz reported that 12 people attended the session offered by Judy Knudsen (Arlington Central Library, Virginia Room) and Sarah Collins, her predecessor.  Two Virginia Room staff, Bonnie Baldwin and Diane Gates, also attended, along with two members of the African American Historical Society, Arlene Corbin and Joan White.  Ms. Kunz reported that she would be following up with participants to formally establish the ‘Voices of Fairlington’ Committee.     
Ms. Kunz reported that Sarah Collins had contacted her after the training to learn whether the North Fairlington Community Center could be used for a meeting of the Northern Virginia Association for History.  She recommended that the FHS sponsor such a meeting as part of a general outreach to and support for other historical associations and societies in the area.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To invite the Northern Virginia Association for History to hold a meeting to be sponsored by the FHS at the North Fairlington Community Center.  [Motion Passed]

Cindy Kunz reported that she had prepared ‘Dear Neighbor’ letters and attachments for Terry Placek’s signature and distribution.
