Reports and Updates


A.
Re-Printing of Fairlington at 50
Mr. Patterson reported that no immediate solution had been found to facilitate the re-printing of Fairlington at 50 but that he was continuing to work on re-printing options.  

B.
April 25, 2001 Event for Boards and Committees

Ms. Placek reported that the North Fairlington Community Center had been reserved for an April 25 event hosted by the Society to which all board and committee members of the eight Fairlington associations would be invited.  She reported that she and Mr. Manning would coordinate the event and invited all assistance.


Motion Made and Seconded:  To direct the expenditure of up to $250.00 to support the April 25 event.  (Motion Passed).

South Fairlington Display Case

Ms. Kerns reported that the Society’s display case had been delivered and assembled in the South Fairlington Community Center.  
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II.
Requests

Mr. Patterson presented a letter request from State Senator Mary Margaret Whipple indicating her willingness to speak to the Society on legislative matters.  Board members discussed April 25 event with all of the Fairlington associations as a possible venue for her appearance.  Mr. Patterson agreed to discuss this possibility with Senator Whipple’s staff.  

Mr. Patterson reported that an invitation had been received to speak at the “Members of Leadership – Arlington’s Neighborhood Committee” meeting on May 10, 2001.  Board members discussed the request and asked Mr. Patterson to appear for the Society to discuss historic designation, the Shirlington development, and other matters.

Ms. Muller presented an inquiry regarding the Society’s potential interest in participating in an Arbor Day tree planting.  Board members discussed the inquiry and asked Ms. Muller to report back that, while fully supportive of the goals of Arbor Day, the Society recognizes that tree planting decisions are the province of the respective condominium associations and their buildings and grounds committees.

Vision Statement

Board members reviewed the several statements about and descriptions of the Society and its aims contained in corporate documents.  Several ideas for the thrust of a vision statement were offered, including ‘education,’ ‘cohesive community,’ ‘providing guidance and guidelines,’ and ‘preserve and protect.’  Ms. Kunz agreed to consider these ideas and draft a vision statement for the Board’s review.

Ms. Kunz presented two current postings from the Arlington County website.  One indicated that Fairlington’s historic designation was still pending; another provided brief histories of several Arlington neighborhoods and communities but did not include Fairlington.  Mr. Patterson noted that he had previously requested that the site be updated to note receipt of historic designation.  Ms. Kerns and Ms. Muller agreed to draft a posting on Fairlington’s history.
