Minutes

Minutes of the January 2004 meeting were reviewed, with one item of spelling correction noted.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the minutes of the January 6, 2004 meeting as corrected.  [Motion Passed]

New Business

Member Forum  
Ron Patterson reported that Lauren Roberts, resident of Fairlington Green, had asked to address the board on the matter of the proposed replacement of slate roofs with a synthetic material in The Green.  He explained that Ms. Roberts, while concerned about this possibility, was unable to work further with fellow residents or the Green board.  Mr. Patterson reminded the trustees that the Society had sent a letter urging The Green’s board to maintain its slate roofs, and he agreed to contact The Green’s board president to reiterate the Society’s advice, and to discuss the status and likely outcome of the board’s deliberation.  
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B.
Fairlington at 50 Distribution

Ron Patterson reported that all pre-purchased books had been delivered or mailed, and that 1-2 mail-in orders per week were being received and processed.  Members discussed the costs of handling and mailing.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To add $2.00 for handling and postage to the cost of Fairlington at 50 and to so note this cost on the order form.  [Motion Passed]

C.
Annual Meeting 

Members discussed plans for the Annual Meeting, noting that the two trustees running for re-election, Cindy Kunz and Terry Placek, would be unable to attend.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To postpone the Annual Meeting and move the date from March 4 to April 1, 2004.  [Motion Passed]

Members also discussed the focus of the meeting, agreeing that the recognition of current and past volunteers, especially Jeanne Muller, and the welcoming of new volunteers should be added to the agenda.  Stephanie Greenwald displayed her design for a one-page, fold-over annual program report, and members agreed that preparation of such a document would be useful.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize expenditure of up to $100. for preparation and printing of the annual program report for 2003.  [Motion Passed]

Cindy Kunz and Stephanie Greenwald agreed to work on the text for the annual program report and on a package of materials about the Society and its work to be given as a welcome to new volunteers.  

D. Community Center Renovation Meeting

Ron Patterson noted that the first community meeting concerned with the renovation of the South Fairlington Community Center would be held on Wednesday, February 11.  Mr. Patterson agreed to attend, along with Ruth Kerns, who would be representing the Society’s requirements for the location of and electrical service to the display case located at the main entry.

Fairlington 5K Race

Ron Patterson explained that the organizers of the Fairlington 5K race, scheduled for Saturday, April 3, had asked once again for the Society’s sponsorship.  Members discussed the sponsorship, to include the featuring of the Society’s logo on the race t-shirts, and the possibility of selling Fairlington at 50 and Society t-shirts at the event.
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Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize expenditure of $250.00 to sponsor the Fairlington 5K 2004 race.  [Motion Passed]

Recognition for Ron Pride

Ron Patterson announced that the luncheon recognizing the contributions made by graphic designer, Ron Pride, and Kota Associates, to the publication of Fairlington at 50 would be held in Frederick, Maryland on March 24, 2004.

Marketing Fairlington at 50 
Sandy Hodapp reported on discussions with an area merchant on the possibility of onsite selling of Fairlington at 50.  Members agreed that a flyer, order form, and single copy of the book should be offered to any merchant willing to sell the volume.

Door Design Committee

Ron Patterson announced that the matter of replacing front and back doors in Fairlington units had recently become an issue in two condominium associations.  With doors of the quality and configuration of the originals no longer available at a reasonable cost, a Door Design Committee was being formed to address replacement options, and Mr. Patterson agreed to participate on the committee for the Society.
