Meeting Minutes

February 6, 2003

The Fairlington Historical Society (FHS) convened a meeting of its Board of Trustees on February 6, 2003 to consider the following agenda:

I.
Minutes

The minutes of the January 9, 2003 meeting and the January 29, 2003 Annual Meeting were reviewed.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the minutes of the January 9, 2003 meeting; and to approve the minutes of the January 29, 2003 Annual Meeting as amended.  [Motion Passed]

II.
Old Business  

A.
Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported on the progress of editing the manuscript, noting that the process of restoring and correcting the electronic manuscript was a large task.  Members discussed the possibility of purchasing either a one-page ad or an insert in the All Fairlington Bulletin to announce the republication and serve as an advance order form, concluding that an insert would likely be more convenient for residents and others to use.  
Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the expenditure of up to $480.00 for the purchase of an insert in the All Fairlington Bulletin to announce the republication of Fairlington at 50 and to serve as an advance order form.  [Motion Passed]

Members agreed to hold a special meeting in order to consider a range of questions and issues raised by the republication.  Sandy Hodapp agreed to author a monthly article on Fairlington’s history and quoting from Fairlington at 50 for the All Fairlington Bulletin (AFB).  Members reviewed a draft of the first such article to appear in the March AFB.
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B.
Fundraising and Fundraising Documents

Mr. Patterson reported that fundraising packages had been sent to all of the condominium association boards and that, to date, donations had been received from Fairlington Villages, Fairlington Mews, Fairlington Glen, and Fairlington Meadows.  He reported that the fundraising packages had been sent to realtors (28 letters) and perimeter businesses (128 letters).  He noted that he thought personal follow up visits with businesses would likely be needed, and reported that the standard and short form grant proposals were being developed.

C. House and Garden Tour  

Mr. Patterson reported that the committee planning the house and garden tour to be held on May 10, 2003 would be meeting for the fourth time on February 24, 2003.  He explained that the committee had asked for guidance on the ticket price.  Members discussed ticket price structure, deciding that a price structure of $8.00 in advance and $10.00 on the day of the tour was appropriate.

New Business


A.
Rental Records


FHS member, Emily Samaha, attended the meeting to raise the matter of historical rental records of the Fairlington property.  She explained that Malcolm Huffman, owner of an office building adjacent to the Fairlington, likely had these records in storage.  Members discussed the privacy issues associated with acquiring such documents and including them in the Fairlington Villages holdings at the Arlington County Public Library’s Virginia Collection.  Terry Placek agreed to speak with Mr. Huffman about the rental records and report back to the board.


B.
Tax Credit Issue



Mr. Patterson reported that questions had been raised about the presence of a tax credit available to homeowners in Historic Districts.  He agreed to research the issue, and members discussed the possibility of hosting a panel discussion on this topic if tax credits are in fact available to Fairlington residents.


C.
Save the Dates Flyer

Ms. Hodapp presented a draft Save the Dates flyer featuring 60th anniversary events sponsored by the FHS:

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D.
Web Site Bulletin Board


Mr. Patterson reported that concern had been expressed about the web site bulletin board being unavailable, and that a donation had been received for purchase of the web site management software required to manage bulletin board postings.  Members discussed the bulletin board and software purchase, noting that, while important to restore the bulletin board as soon as possible, this task had to be a lower priority than completing the work necessary to republish Fairlington at 50.    

IV.
Financial Report

Sandy Hodapp presented a series of financial reports (attached).  Members reviewed the income and expense statement for calendar years 2000, 2001, and 2002, along with a monthly report for January, 2003.  She noted that these reports provide full traceability of funds from the creation of the FHS.  Ms. Hodapp explained that because increased donations and financial activity were anticipated this year, she would be preparing a formal, monthly statement.  For the month ending January 31, 2003, she reported that the FHS had receipts of $2,675.00 from dues, contributions, pre-payments for Fairlington at 50, and other fundraising; and expenses totally $55.00 for the Annual Meeting.  The FHS had $55.90 (cash on hand); $3,028.63 (business checking); and $3,205.67 (passbook savings) for a total of $6,290.20.  

Members reviewed the proposed budget for 2003.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the proposed 2003 budget.  [Motion Passed]
