Cindy Kunz agreed to serve as the Society’s point of contact with the AFB, and agreed to submit a meeting announcement for the February issue and to request that the AFB’s calendar for March indicate that the Society’s March meeting would be its Annual meeting.

Members discussed the several needs for recognition of outstanding service to the Society.  The scope of the pro bono contribution made by Ron Pride, the graphic designer for Fairlington at 50:  60th Anniversary Edition was discussed.

Members noted other recognition needs, including a special recognition of some kind for Catherine Fellows, author of Fairlington at 50 for her many contributions made associated with the republication.
