Meeting Minutes

January 9, 2001

The Fairlington Historical Society convened a meeting of its Board of Directors on January 9, 2001 to consider the following agenda:

· Possible Activities

· Reports and Updates

I.
Committee Chair Recruitment

Board members considered several strategies for recruiting Committee chairs and members:

· Developing a recruitment flyer 

· Placing descriptions of Committees and their activities to be placed and/or recruitment flyers:

· At the North and South Fairlington Community Centers 

· In association newsletters

· On chairs prior to condominium association annual meetings with a pen or pencil for sign up

· Recruiting via thank you letters to founding members, contributors, and those indicating interest in the Annual Meeting

Mr. Patterson agreed to develop a recruitment flyer and Committee descriptions.  Ms. Placek agreed to explore the possibility of placing Society information and committee recruitment flyers on chairs prior to condominium association annual meetings with the several association presidents.  Ms. Placek also agreed to price possible inducements, e.g., pencils, pens, candy.  Ms. Kunz agreed to develop thank you and recruitment letters.  

Mr. Manning placed the names of three potential Committee chairs/members before the Board:  Chuck Edwards, Tom McQuillan, Ann McQuillan.  Members discussed the process of recruiting Committee chairs/members and agreed to create a telephone call list of potential candidates in the next meeting based on the list of founding members, contributors, and those indicating an interest in Committee activities during the Annual Meeting.

Possible Activities

Board members considered several ideas for activities to support Society aims and increase both visibility and potential Committee chair/membership:

· Preparation of a powerpoint presentation on the Society (Mr. Patterson)

· Development of an oral history project to capture the recollections and artifacts of residents (Mr. Manning, Ms. Kunz)

· Reprinting and sales of Fairlington at 50 (Mr. Manning)

· Development of a grant seeking strategy (Ms. Kunz)

Mr. Manning reported on his location of original Fairlington residents in a nearby assisted living facility and on his intention to host an event for them in the spring.  Members discussed the possibility of reprinting Fairlington at 50, noting that the initial cost of this undertaking was likely to be beyond the Society’s current resources.  Ms. Placek agreed to explore the possibility of a loan from the North Fairlington Board to the Society for this purpose.

A. Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Hodapp provided a Treasurer’s Report, which was accepted by the Board.

Display Cases

Ruth Kerns, member of the prior Historic Designation Committee and current Historic Preservation Committee member, reported that she had located a display case appropriate for the Society’s display at the South Fairlington Community Center.  She requested approval for a $700.00 down payment against a total estimated purchase and delivery cost of $1,600.00


Motion Made and Seconded:  To direct the expenditure of a $700.00 down payment to purchase of a display case to house Society materials and artifacts at the South Fairlington Community Center.  (Motion Passed).

Board members discussed the possibility of purchasing a display case for the same purposes to be housed in the North Fairlington Community Center.  Ms. Placek agreed to explore the purchase of such a case with the North Fairlington Board of Directors.
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C.
Spring Event for Association Boards

Board members discussed the hosting of a social and business event for the Presidents and board members of the eight Fairlington condominium and civic associations.  Based upon the success of the November brunch for the Presidents and Society members, this event would broaden participation to include board members as well and would allow such members to meet their counterparts.  The sense of the Board was established that this event should be planned and held on a Thursday in late April 2001.
