Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported on the progress of editing the manuscript, and indicated that he expected to complete this process in the next few weeks.  Cindy Kunz offered the pro bono services of Kunz and Company staff to proof the corrections.  
B.
Fundraising and Fundraising Documents

Mr. Patterson presented the final letter to the condominium association boards of directors requesting funding for the 60th Anniversary and related projects.  He reported that he had presented the request to the North Fairlington Board of Directors on January 8th, and had received a commitment for $1,200.00.  Members expressed their appreciation to Mr. Patterson and to Ms. Placek for support of this request.  Mr. Patterson reported that he will meet with the Fairlington Mews board of directors on January 28th and will request a $200.00 contribution from this and the other South Fairlington boards.  Mr. Patterson also presented the final donor package to be presented to major realtors doing business in the Fairlington community.  Members again expressed appreciation for Bonnie Blaszczyk’s assistance in preparing and distributing the package.  Mr. Patterson
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reported that the standard grant proposal and the short version are being revised, and that he, Ms. Kunz, and Ms. Clark would be meeting shortly to plan the strategy for soliciting contributions from local businesses.   

C. Annual Meeting  

Members discussed and finalized plans for the annual meeting and election to be held on January 29, 2003.

House and Garden Tour

Ron Patterson reported that the committee planning the house and garden tour to be held on May 10, 2003 would be meeting for the third time on January 30, 2003.  He noted that the committee was making good progress, that initial reactions from residents and others were very positive, and that a proposal for the event would be submitted for consideration in the next meeting.

Web Site Bulletin Board


Ron Patterson reported that the web site bulletin board had recently been spammed by individuals seeking to use it to comment on matters related to the Fairlington Citizens Association.  Members discussed the purpose and administration of the website, and recommended that the public bulletin board be taken down temporarily while volunteers to assist in web site administration were recruited and the appropriate web site management software was acquired.  

B.
Financial Report

Sandy Hodapp reported that the Society had operated in 2002 with a surplus of $220.38, with total receipts from contributions, corporate sponsorships, dues, and yard sales of $2,141.40 and total expenses for the Firehouse 5k Run, the website, receipt of the AIA Virginia Society Award, stationery, supplies, and filing fees of $1,921.02.  She reported that the Society had a current checking account balance of $1,308.85, a savings account balance of $2,393.76, and a total of $55.90 in cash on hand for a total of $3,758.51.    

Ms. Hodapp also reported that, during December 2002, the Society received five charter membership dues, totaling $50.00, and contributions from five individuals totaling $750.00.  Mr. Patterson has acknowledged these contributions.
