I.
Minutes

The minutes of the February 6, 2003 meeting were reviewed.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the minutes of the February 6, 2003 meeting.  [Motion Passed]

II.
Old Business  

A.
Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported that the manuscript editing to restore original text, photographs, captions, and information on businesses, sponsors, and contributors that supported the original publication was nearly completed.  He noted that Cindy Kunz would proof the manuscript against the original, and that the electronic file would then be provided to the pro bono contractor for final preparation prior to printing.  Members discussed several publication issues:  
Motion Made and Seconded:  To use the title suggested by Catherine Fellows:  Fairlington at 50  May 1943-May 1993:   The 60th Anniversary Edition; to return the publication to its original format, restoring text, photograph captions and credits; to add new text on The Arbor in its proper location; and to place the new acknowledgements and listing of supporters in the back of the book, prior to those of the previous publication.  [Motion Passed]

Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize Ron Patterson to offer compensation not to exceed $1,500.00 to the contractor preparing the manuscript for publication in recognition of the fact that actual services required are greater than those originally offered pro bono.   [Motion Passed]
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B.
Fundraising Activities 

Mr. Patterson reported that some responses had been received to the solicitation of area businesses and realtors.  He explained that he would be calling the realtors to followup and suggested that followup calls and/or visits to area businesses would be needed to increase response.  Members agreed to make these calls, and Mr. Patterson agreed to divide the list for followup calling or visits.

C. House and Garden Tour  

Mr. Patterson reported that the committee planning the May 10, 2003 house and garden tour would be meeting for the fifth time on March 18, 2003.  He explained that the committee had received feedback on the price structure for the event and had agreed on a ticket price of $5.00.  He noted that Norma and Harold Reem had been asked to handle refreshments for the reception to follow the tour.  Members discussed the committee’s work and agreed to consider how best to acknowledge this in the next meeting.

Plaque Purchase


Sandy Hodapp reported that the Society had sufficient funds to purchase the oval Historic District plaque to be placed on the brick entrance structure to be built at the South 31st Street entrance to North Fairlington.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize expenditure of an estimated $250.00 plus the cost of installation to secure and place a Historic District plaque on the new brick entrance structure.  [Motion Passed]


B.
Fairlington Firehouse 5K Run

Sandy Hodapp reported that the Fairlington Firehouse is planning to hold its 5K run on April 26, 2003.  She noted that the planners were looking for volunteers to assist in the management of the event.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize expenditure of $250.00 to support the Fairlington Firehouse 5K Run.  [Motion Passed]


C.
Tax Credit Issue



Mr. Patterson reported that he had asked Arlington County’s point of contact for questions about Historic District tax credits, Michael Leventhal, to author an article for publication in the All Fairlington Bulletin.  If there is sufficient interest, he indicated that the Fairlington Citizens Association might be asked to sponsor a community education event with a panel appropriate Arlington County and Commonwealth of Virginia officials.
