Ron Patterson Resignation and Transition 
Members discussed Ron Patterson’s recent resignation and the transition tasks to be managed.  Terry Placek agreed to discuss the possibility of board membership with several candidates.  Sandy Hodapp agreed to make arrangements for a permanent Post Office Box address for the Society and for a safety deposit box for important original documents.  Cindy Kunz agreed to arrange for the transfer of Society files and documents from Mr. Patterson, to house these until they could be inventoried and archived, and to secure a permanent website domain and content for the Society.  Ruth Kerns and Sandy Hodapp agreed to share the routine checking of the Post Office Box and the processing of book orders.  Terry Placek agreed to review, update, and consolidate, if possible, the several Society membership, contribution, and order forms.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To secure permanent Post Office Box and website domain addresses for the Society; and to secure a safety deposit box for the safekeeping of original documents.  [Motion Passed]

Ms. Hodapp also reported that planning for the new entrance wall and marker at South 31st Street in North Fairlington was continuing, with construction expected in the summer.  

Cindy Kunz updated members on exchange of legal arguments regarding photographic copyright issues in the republication of Fairlington at 50.  Ms.Kunz also reported that she had received and responded to an email from an individual wanting tour information about Fairlington.  She noted that the Society might consider creating and publishing a walking tour of the neighborhood.
