April and May Events 

Members discussed plans for two possible events:  one bringing together the presidents, board members, and committee chairs of the eight Fairlington condominium and civic associations for an informal wine and cheese event; and one featuring a discussion with Senator Mary Margaret Whipple.  Upon consideration, members decided to combine the two events and hold an evening for Fairlington’s leadership featuring a discussion with Senator Whipple on Thursday, May 24, 2001, provided that she is available.  Mr. Patterson agreed to speak with her staff, determine her availability, and make the invitation.

Mr. Manning will also continue to check on various printing options.
