Home and Garden Tour   

Sandy Hodapp and Margaret Williams, 2005 FHS Home and Garden Tour Co-Chair, introduced members of the Home and Garden Tour Committee and reported on the status of planning.  Ms. Hodapp presented the budget for the Board’s review, including expenditures for:  

· Event insurance

· Home and Garden Tour hangers and flags to mark the tour and homes and gardens on display

· Flowers for homeowners

· Programs

· Tour reception 

· June 5 reception for homeowners and volunteers

Members discussed the requirements for these items with Committee members, adjusted the numbers of hangers and flags and programs, and selected from among the design options prepared by Stephanie Greenwald.  The Board expressed its appreciation for both Ms. Greenwald’s and the Committee’s work.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the budget for the May 14, 2005 Home and Garden tour.  [Motion Passed]

Members discussed with Ms. Williams and Committee members several elements of the Home and Garden Tour, including:

· Selection of the 13 homes and gardens

· Recruitment and selection of volunteers to be assigned to each home and garden

· Completion of program book copy

· Post-tour tour for homeowners whose homes and gardens were on display

· Information to be posted on the website

· Ticket distribution and pickup

· Cash sales of tour day ticket sales

· Fundraising

Ms. Hodapp noted that prior to the 2003 Home and Garden Tour, 200 tickets were sold prior to the event, and 213 tickets were sold on tour day.  She explained that for the current tour, 197 tickets had been purchased as of March 31.  Ms. Hodapp reported on the status of fundraising and of the individual meetings with potential sponsors that she and Ms. Williams were scheduling.  She noted her belief that the generally positive response from area and condominium association-related businesses was due to these personal visits, and that the Society’s prior, mail-only fundraising efforts had failed without them.  

The Board again thanked Committee Co-Chair, Ms. Williams, and the members of her Committee.
