Project Priorities

Members decided on the following priorities for Society work in the coming year:

· Website maintenance

· Display cases

· Educational presentations

· Republication of Fairlington at 50
· Boundary stone maintenance
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The first two priorities reflect current activities.  Members discussed the possibility of obtaining a laptop computer for educational presentation purposes, including the Burke and Herbert anniversary exhibit, oral histories, etc.  Patricia Clark agreed to search the Foundation Directory for possible funding sources.  Ron Patterson reported that he would shortly be meeting with Ed Hilz regarding the republication of Fairlington at 50 and Patricia Clark agreed to search for possible funding sources.  Members discussed the need for further updating of the document to reflect Fairlington at 60, including discussion of the September 11, 2001 attacks.  Ron Patterson reported on the meeting he attended at the National Park Service to discuss ownership, easements, and an overall plan for preservation of the boundary stones.  Ron Patterson agreed to prepare a letter for potential funders describing the Society’s current and planned activities.
