Ruth Kerns proposed consideration of a project for Abingdon Elementary School to feature a classroom presentation and walking tour of the historic markers in the neighborhood.  

Cynthia Kunz and Ruth Kerns reported on their meeting with Catherine Fellows in which she agreed to advise on an oral history project and suggested that the Society consider creating and selling a commemorative calendar or greeting cards featuring photographs of the community and/or art work by residents and/or their children.
