Roof Replacement Letter

Ron Patterson presented the current draft of a letter he is preparing in response to the consideration by a condominium association board of directors of a proposal to replace roofing with other than slate.  Noting that the Society has no power other than that of information and persuasion in these circumstances, he is exploring the potential impact on Historic Designation should the roofs be replaced with anything other than slate, and has secured the cost and investment analyses done by the North Fairlington Board of Directors as it examined roof replacement questions available to decision makers.
