Members deferred the discussion of the 60th Anniversary celebration until the next meeting.  

B.
Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported that he had secured a CD with one Quark and two PDF versions of the document from the FCA’s contractor.  He explained that the original photographs had been recovered and that he had secured the pro bono assistance of a former colleague, Ron Pride, of Kota, in making revisions.  He noted that he is still considering the necessity of purchasing the Quark software.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve expenditure of up to $500.00 for the purchase of the Quark software if deemed necessary.  [Motion Passed]

Fundraising Documents

Ron Patterson presented a series of detailed comments provided by Bonnie Blaszczyk regarding the draft sponsorship package, including:

· Reduce amount of information and remove unfamiliar terms

· Produce two packages, i.e., one comprehensive for larger donors, and another smaller and more concise for local businesses

· Reduce contribution opportunities to three, i.e., Anniversary celebration, republication of Fairlington at 50, and Boundary Stone Restoration

· Good funding level categories

· Use Fairlington map with historical markers indicated   

Members discussed and agreed with Ms. Blaszczyk’s recommendations, and asked Mr. Patterson to convey the board’s gratitude for her careful review and excellent suggestions.  

Members also discussed and approved the fundraising strategy in general, and Mr. Patterson presented a text addition to the standard grant proposal addressing the Society’s capability to receive and properly execute grant plans.

Mr. Patterson reported that the American Institute of Architects, Virginia Society, had given its ‘Test of Time’ Award to Fairlington, and had invited Catherine Fellows to attend the upcoming award ceremony and dinner in Richmond.  Ms. Fellows, unable to attend the event, asked that Ron Patterson and Terry Placek represent the community.

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve expenditure of up to $300.00 for hotel, mileage and other incidental expenses incurred by Mr. Patterson and Ms. Placek in representing Fairlington at the AIA Virginia Society awards ceremony. [Motion Passed]

Financial Report

Sandy Hodapp reported that, as of September 30, 2002, the Society had annual receipts from dues, contributions, corporate sponsors, yard sale revenue, and interest of $947.98.  Expenses in the same period totaled $922.31 for: support of the Fairlington Firehouse-5K Race, May 22 Event, website maintenance, stationery and supplies, grant training, yard sale, and corporate filing fees.  She reported that the Society had $648.90 in its business checking account and $3,143.76 in a CD, for a total of $3,792.66.
