Minutes

The minutes of the July 11, 2002 meeting were reviewed.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the July 11, 2002 minutes.  [Motion Passed]

Old Business  

A.
60th Anniversary Celebration 

Members discussed the status of initial planning for Fairlington’s the 60th Anniversary and reviewed the initial list of events that should feature commemorative activity and a Society presence, adding the annual Firehouse Run and the Society’s spring membership event to the list.  Terry Placek reported that planning activities were beginning.  Members discussed the need for inclusivity in planning and agreed to consider the list of events and decide what the Society’s role and presence should be at a later date.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To prepare a letter to each of the Fairlington condominium association boards of directors requesting a grant of $1,000.00 to support planning for the 60th Anniversary Celebration, to include the several events in 2002 and 2003, the re-publication of Fairlington at 50, and other activities to be determined by the Steering Committee.  [Motion Passed]
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Sandy Hodapp agreed to prepare a financial statement to accompany the funding request.      

B.
Fairlington at 50 Republication

Ron Patterson reported on the status of securing the final work product of the contractor hired by the Fairlington Citizens Association to edit and prepare an electronic version of the document.  He explained that the document had been prepared in a Macintosh program, and that he would have to acquire a Windows version of the program in order to make the final changes needed to republish the 60th anniversary edition of Fairlington at 50.  He also reported that he would be seeking the assistance of a former colleague and contractor whose firm does work of this type.    

C.
Grant Proposal and Fundraising

Mr. Patterson presented the standard grant proposal he had prepared for the Society as part of the grant writing course he had taken over the summer.  He explained that Patty Clark had identified a group of nine foundations whose grant giving profiles included gifts to historical societies and Virginia historical interests.  Mr. Patterson asked that a committee consisting of Patty Clark, Judith Greig, and Ruth Kerns assist him in reviewing the requirements of the potential funders.  Members expressed their appreciation for the document and the extensive work involved in its preparation.

Cindy Kunz presented a schematic chart for business and individual giver fundraising which listed the Society’s various projects and indicated the benefits of donation at several levels.  The board concurred with the general approach and asked the Fundraising Committee to complete the chart, with dates and deadlines so that it could be used in contacting local businesses.  Ron Patterson, Sandy Hodapp, Ruth Kerns, Cindy Kunz, and Patty Clark agreed to work on the completion of the chart and solicitation package.  Members discussed the timing and relative merits of seeking sponsorship and/or grant funds for the re-publication of Fairlington at 50, given the various submission, consideration, and decision schedules.

Financial Report

Sandy Hodapp reported that three new members had joined the Society since the last meeting, and that a total of $60.00 in contributions had been received.  She noted that 40 postcards requesting membership renewal had been send, with 17 renewals received, giving the Society a total, current membership of 38.    
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Ms. Hodapp reported that the Society’s statement savings account had a September 1, 2002 balance of $3,133.44 and a checking account balance of $348.90.  With the deposit of recent contributions and membership dues, the account total will be $648.90.

Members discussed plans for the October 24, 2002 annual meeting.  Ron Patterson and Sandy Hodapp agreed to stand for re-election.

Other Matters

Members viewed the curio cabinet to be used as for Society exhibits that the North Fairlington Board of Directors had purchased for the North Fairlington Community Center.  Members expressed their appreciation to Ruth Kerns, Jeanne Muller, and Terry Placek, who selected the cabinet.
