I.
Minutes

The minutes of the August 2, 2001 meeting were reviewed and approved.  

Motion Made and Seconded:  To approve the August 2, 2001 minutes.  (Motion Passed.)
II.
Old Business  

A. Preservation Committee Report

Ruth Kerns reported that she had contacted the Daughters of the American Revolution (DAR) to inquire about their continued interest in Boundary Stone #4, located on King Street east of Wakefield Street.  She had prepared an email inquiry that Cynthia Kunz agreed to send.  Members discussed reclamation of the Boundary Stone as a possible Society project and Ms. Kerns agreed to contact the police department to determine what permissions might be required to access the site for maintenance and the state historic preservation office to determine the possibility of installing a visible historic marker.


Cynthia Kunz provided a status report on development of an oral history project, explaining the meeting held at the Arlington County Public Library, Virginia Collection attended by Ruth Kerns, Jeanne Muller, and herself.  Virginia Collection staff offered several points of advice that will be incorporated into the funding proposal and agreed to house the oral histories when completed.  She noted that Ruth Kerns, Jeanne Muller, and herself had invited Fairlington historian Catherine Fellows for lunch to discuss her role in 
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shaping the oral history project.  Members discussed the project, noting that David Manning had expressed interest and should be kept informed of developments.

A.
David Manning Resignation

Ron Patterson reported that Board of Trustee member David Manning had submitted his resignation, due to health problems.  Members discussed Mr. Manning’s many contributions to the Society and accepted the resignation with great reluctance.  Mr. Patterson agreed to communicate to Mr. Manning the Board’s thanks, wishes for recovery, and hope that he might return to service on the Board in the future.

Officer Terms and Election

Members discussed the expiration of officer terms and designated Mr. Manning’s term as the single one-year term, expiring in October 2001.  The Board agreed to designate two terms for expiration in each of the proceeding two years.

October 25 Annual Meeting

Members discussed the upcoming annual meeting and election.  Cynthia Kunz agreed to prepare the announcement letter to voting members and Sandy Hodapp agreed to prepare an alphabetical list of members eligible to vote.  Terry Placek agreed to prepare a ballot for use in the election.  

Ruth Kerns and Jeanne Muller reported that they had reserved Room 10 of the South Fairlington Community Center and had made arrangements for equipment needed to show the Channel 31 production of residents’ and former residents’ recollections of Fairlington/Shirlington.  Sandy Hodapp reported that she had researched the costs of renting videotape display equipment if needed.  Ms. Kerns, Ms. Muller, and Ms. Hodapp agreed to preview the Community Center’s equipment to determine whether it was sufficient for the Society’s purposes or whether equipment would need to be rented.


Motion Made and Seconded:  To authorize the expenditure of up to $325.00 for video equipment rental in the event that the Community Center’s equipment is not sufficient for viewing of the Channel 31 program at the Annual Meeting.  (Motion Passed.)
