Strategic Priorities for 2006-2007

Members accepted the Strategic Priorities discussed at the February 23, 2006 meeting.


B. 
 Spring Events—17 Apr and 27 Apr
Cindy reported on the April 17 event which will be a joint tour with the Arlington Heritage Alliance of the National Airport restoration and the archaeological site at the Abingdon Plantation.  She reported that the articles in the All Fairlington Bulletin and the North Fairlington News instruct participants to convene at the North Fairlington Community Center at 6:00pm to coordinate transportation since parking will be scarce at National Airport for the Easter weekend.  Cindy will compose a response to people who RSVP, with additional details.
Members discussed the April 27 event and agreed to host an informal wine and cheese reception to honor departing board members Ruth Kerns and Sandy Hodapp and volunteer Stephanie Greenwald.  The board will also invite guests who have some connections to the FHS and/or the honorees.

Members agreed that the standard gifts will be a 7-inch Revere bowl for departing board members and an 8-ounce Jefferson cup for volunteers, each to be engraved with FHS in an attractive script.

Tiffany Window for Fairlington Community Complex
Cindy reported on the joint project with the Fairlington Citizens Association to restore and install a Tiffany window salvaged from the Abby Mausoleum, and currently owned by Arlington County, as part of the renovation of the Fairlington Community Center.   She presented a letter from Carol Ann Perovshek of the Arlington County Government that gave some details about the window, but could not conclusively attribute it to Tiffany.  Terry Placek presented a photograph of the window in its current state.  Cindy reported that she will work on the Memorandum of Agreement with the FCA and Arlington County and ensure that the terms of FHS involvement are spelled out.

Terry and Cindy reported that they had presented the calendar idea to Stephanie Greenwald, who was enthusiastic and will submit some design ideas.
