Old Business


A.
Fairlington Homecoming--October
The event will be held on October 20, 2006.  Ms.  Kunz reported that the Voices of Fairlington Committee agreed to assist with the Homecoming.  The Board accepted both of the Committee’s ideas for a theme:  1) select two or three people in advance to talk about life in Fairlington during specific eras, and 2) select a Homecoming king and queen from a drawing of those present.
The Board agreed to extend publicity for the event beyond Fairlington’s borders.  Ms. Clark will compile a mailing list of local churches and retirement homes to send fliers about the event, including text to insert in newsletters.

 FHS 2007 Calendar
Ms. Kunz and Ms. Placek presented a conceptual outline for the proposed calendar with rough indications of subjects, photos and text.  The Board will refine the outline and identify specific pictures and text by August 19.  Ms. Kunz. Ms.Heaton and Ms. Clark will meet then to finalize the plan to present to graphic designer Stephanie Greenwald, with a target date of October 20 to begin sales.
The Board approved Ms Greenwald’s design proposal and will request 1500 copies of the calendar.

2007 Home and Garden Tour Kick off—November 17, 2006
Ms. Heaton accepted the responsibility of chairing the Home and Garden Tour.  She will send out an agenda for the November 17 Kick off  and will begin to organize the selection of homes.

FHS Exhibit Material
Ms. Kunz reported that former Board member Ruth Kerns has taken the exhibit material out of the South Fairlington Community Center display case in anticipation of the Center’s impending renovation by the county.  Ms. Placek will investigate storing the display case in the North Fairlington Community Center during the renovation and Ms. Kunz will investigate storing the large developer’s model in the Arlington Historical Society’s Hume School museum.  There is a deadline of August 15 for removal of these items if they are not to be stored by the county.

Joint Association Leadership Event
The Board agreed to discuss, at its next meeting, the feasibility of conducting an event to elicit the interest and participation of the South Fairlington Village Boards and residents in the work of the FHS.

Reports
Ms. Kunz reported that the Voices of Fairlington Committee has recorded two more oral histories.  She distributed a transcript of the comments recorded at the Original Owner’s Reception in 2005 and reported that the Committee is mastering the various recording technologies.
Ms. Clark reported on the status of the Walking Tour which has not progressed beyond the last meeting.  She will draft a conceptual outline on her own and enlist the services of the several serious volunteers to finalize it.

The Board agreed to cancel the August 24, 2006 meeting, as two members will be unable to attend.

The Board agreed to dispense with a Fall event in September and designate the October 20 Fairlington Homecoming as the Fall event for 2006.

Ms. Kunz agreed to explore the possibility of altering the method of selecting board members before the October 26, 2006 annual meeting.
