THE JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL

The significance of the Junior High
level in the educational system can
hardly be overestimated. To quote Mr.
Edward Paulette, principal of the new
Dolly Madison Junior High School,
“The objective of the junior high level
is to act as an orientational ‘“cushion”
between the elementary and the high
schools.” This “cushion” is divided into
two essential parts (1) development of
social perspective; (2) determination of
educational tendencies.”

At Dolly Madison Mr. Paulette has 2
personal conference with each student
during the latter part of the eighth
grade. Their parents may be present at
these interviews if they so desire. With
the records of the teachers before him
and his own knowledge of his students,
Mr. Paulette helps the pupil set up a
program for the following four years.
These, of course, must be made flexible
enough to allow for changes which
might be desirable in the 11th or 12th
grades.

This guidance program is broad
enough to permit students to prepare
for work in vocational, commercial, in-
dustrial or academic fields.

There are 483 students at Dolly Mad-
ison working under a well trained teach-
‘ing staff of 17 including the librarian.
Mr. Paulette, himself a graduate of
Hampden-Sydney College with a Mas-
ter's Degree from the University of
Maryland where he completed work
with a major in Educational Adminis-
tration and a minor in Educational
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Mr. Paulette with Clark Tufts and
Shirley Arnot

Psychology. He taught at Washington-
Lee High for five years; at Thomas
Jefferson Junior High for seven years
and was principal of Nellie Custus
Junior High last year. During this time,
Mr. Paulette has held many offices, in-
cluding treasurer of Arlington Educa-
tion Association, supervisor of Textual
Materials and chairman of the Junior
High Mathematics Committee on Course
Reconstruction. He considers one of his
most valuable experiences to be his elec-
tion as P.T.A. president while a teacher
at Thomas Jefferson, for in that ca-
pacity he learned the full value of
P.HA

Mrs. Emery Patterson, head of the
English Department, has a B.S. and a
B.M. degree from Waynesburg, Pa.,
and has had teaching experience in Eng-
lish, Latin and Music.

Everett Rowe, head of the mathe-
matics department, is a graduate of
Western Kentucky Teachers College,
with graduate work at U. of Kentucky
and George Washington U.

Miss Lillian Altizer, head of the So-
cial Science Department, came to Mad-

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Can You Vote?

Residents of Fairlington should famil-
iarize themselves with the voting laws
of the state in which they now reside.
Many perhaps will be here much longer
than they expected. Don’t deprive your-
self of your franchise. In 1946 two sen-
ators and mine representatives will be
elected from the state of Virginia. Do
you care enough about preventing World
War III to do your part in sending
good men to Congress, to start thinking
now about next November?

Have you paid your poll tax?

Have you registered?

Are you eligible to vote?

The requirements for voting in Ar-
lington are these: -

1. Resident of the state for one year
2. Resident of the county for six

months

3. Resident of the precinct 30 days

preceding election

4. Payment of the poll tax. This is
$1.50 a year, payable at the Treasurer’s
office, County Court House (OX. 3200).
If, however, you moved here in 1944
you probably did not receive a bill for
1944. This 1944 tax must be paid be-
fore you can vote ‘and since it is in
arrears there is an interest charge to be
paid. This month you owe $1.61 for
1944 tax and interest will increase at the
rate of 4% a month. For 1943 the
charge is now $1.71. A minimum of
three years must be paid by older resi-
dents. Poll tax must be paid at least
six months before election.

5. After payment of poll tax, regis-
tration for voting can be done at the
Central Registrar’s Office, Courthouse,
Mrs. Mary Moore Mclntosh, registrar,
0X. 3200.

Take your poll tax receipt.

You will be asked to prove you can
read and write.

Your registration is permanent.

Disqualifying yourself because you

may not approve of the poll tax is no

way to eliminate that burden.
